DEFINITIONS 
 

Owner Rider: These classes are qualifiers for the Southern Cross Show Horse 
Spectacular and therefore run under the definition as stated by ENSW rules. 
 
Amateur: A person who for the past 2 years, has not received any fee, or have been in 
any way subsidised or reimbursed for his/her services connected in any respect 
whatsoever with coaching, training, riding or showing of any horse for any other person. 
 
Amateur Home Produced: The horse shown in an amateur home produced class must 
be owned and exhibited by the rider or a member of the rider’s immediate family who is 
an amateur, for a period of not less than 3 months. The horse must not have been shown, 
ridden or trained by a non-amateur within the previous 3 months. The horse must be 
located at home or produced in a totally ‘do it yourself’ agistment facility.
