QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS 

 
The qualifying period is from 16 September 2021 – 29th August 2022 

 
If you are a regional member (200kms via road from Adelaide CBD) then 

an exemption form can be completed and emailed into 
showhorse@equestriansa.com.au for review. Please note that it is the horse’s location that 

is considered should the owner not reside with their horse.

CONDITIONS 
 

 Riders and Owners must be current ESA members at the time of qualifying. 

 Horses and ponies must be registered and hold a current ESA Height Certificate on 
the day of competition. 

 Once a horse or pony is qualified it may compete in classes held at the ESA Horse of 
the Year 2022. 

 All members wanting to enter and compete at the ESA Horse of the Year 2022 must 
ensure they comply with the EA National rules.
