Article 238.2.2 One round followed by a jump off for those on zero or equality of faults. If there are equal
penalties for the riders who don’t get in to the jump-off, then they are placed according to their time in the
first round.

Article 238.2.1 One round against the clock. Placings are awarded to least penalties followed by time.
Article 239 Table C is a speed class. 4 seconds is added for each rail down.

Article 273.3.3.1 Penalties are added together over 2 rounds. Equality of penalties are split by the time
in the second round. Only 2 rounds, no jump-off.

Article 273.3.1.4.1 penalties added together over 2 rounds. There is a jump off for those on zero or
equality of faults. The lower placings, if equal on penalties after 2 rounds are placed according to their
time in the first round.
