On 9 Jun 20, the Equestrian Australia (EA) Board announced that it had voluntarily appointed 
an administrator, in response to solvency concerns, following the withdrawal of funding by 
Sport Australia. 
 
Sport Australia will revisit its position on funding to EA when it can demonstrate that: 
1. the sport has a democratic, representative and stable governance model and processes; 
2. the 2019 coronial inquest recommendations have been implemented; and 
3. the sport is safe and inclusive. 
 
These events have shortened the time frame for the Branches under the EA banner to 
undertake a strategic review of governance across equestrian sports in Australia.
